And how will we do it? It will be a youth exchange, but not like one where you can sit back and relax. We will use active methods, based on experimental learning in combination with practical theory. This means that you will work in workshops, with role plays and exchange the experiences you have from your day to day work and work on concrete future project plans.  

WHAT LANGUAGE WILL WE USE

Despite many of you speak many different languages the official training language will be English only.
THE CONTENT AND ACTIVITIES
Idea: 

The Alpe Adria Youth Meeting will be hosted by the Austrian region Carinthia and will take place in Cap Wörth, Velden, on the shores of the Wörthersee from 17th – 23rd of September 2017. 
There will be invited 20 people aged 18-25 from the Alpen-Adria-region (Carinthia, Friuli, Slovenia), who are interested in environmentally relevant topics, to discuss the topic climate protection with special focus on the topic „Sustainable mobility for the future“ from the perspective of young adults and let them work out possible solutions.
Aim: 

At the end of the event, the achieved results will be summarized into a petition. This petition will be presented, discussed and submitted to the responsible politicians of the province of Carinthia during a final event. 
The petition elaborated by the young people will be handed over by the Carinthian Minister for environment to the leader at the UNFCC conference COP in the fall of 2017 in Bonn. 
Content: 

In the youth meeting, methods of group work with discussion are used, which is accompanied by professional and methodical support by a supervisor-team. Furthermore, professional information is provided in the form of lectures. 
In addition, a workshop on electromobility is held and a supporting program (excursion and sports) is offered.
Furthermore, another essential aspect and goal is to offer young people from the Alpe Adria region an opportunity to get to know each other and enable them to initiate cooperation.
1. Getting Started:

On the first day of the activity the team building activity will be supported by methods such as ice-breaking, name games and non-formal learning. Furthermore, in the evening, an event for cultural exchange is organized in which the participants will present their home regions with pictures, videos and music.

2. Lectures / Information / Group Division

At the beginning of the group working phase, the participants will be informed with two key lectures on climate change and mobility, followed by a discussion of key issues.

Subsequently, the participants will work out the main topics by means of the open space method.

As a result, two working groups will be set up, which will further analyze and discuss the thematic topics selected by them.

3. Group work / discussion / elaboration of approaches:

The respective topics are analyzed and discussed in two working groups. Subsequently, solutions are to be worked out and demands for politicians are formulated.

In the phase of the group work, the participants are supported by the supervisor, both professionally and methodically.

To complete the thematic work, there will be a joint reflection group of both working groups each day to discuss and coordinate the analyzes and results together.

4. Preparation of position paper and declaration:

Finally, on the basis of the results of the group-work phase, the participants will jointly prepare a position paper on the topic and a declaration with recommendations and demands on  politics and prepare a presentation.

5.Closure event / handover declaration

At the end of the planned youth meeting, an event will be organized to invite political representatives, experts and media representatives.

At this event, the young people present the results of the project week.

At the end of the final event, the declaration will be handed over to the Minister of the Environment of Carinthia.

6.Evaluation

In a workshop an evaluation of the youth meeting is to be carried out by the participants. In addition to questionnaires, visual methods of evaluation will also be used.  In addition, the possibility for future joint activities, co-operation and succession projects will be discussed.

7. Workshop Electromobility:

Within the scope of the planned youth meeting, a workshop on the topic of electric mobility will be held, in which participants will be shown and explained the technology of e-mobiles (e-cars, e-bicycles, Segway). There will also be opportunities for testing for the young people.

8. Frame / leisure programm

INTERCULTURAL EVENING

During the youth exchange we plan to arrange an InterCultural Evening. You will present your own cultures – national, regional, personal or any kind of culture you feel you belong to. 

This means that all options are possible. A culture may be presented by a song, a story, a poem, a dance, some drink or food, etc. 

We will not have a kitchen to prepare the meals for the intercultural evening, so we suggest that you adapt your food and drinks to that reality (we can arrange a refrigerator, if necessary).
So in short it should not be actually presentation, it should be an activity or something and it is up to you to replace the word something.

COSTS

There is NO participation fee. Board, lodging and programme costs will be provided and paid 100% by grant from the Austrian Erasmus+ National Agency. But it is recommended to have a disposal for drinks, small shoppings, etc. 

We have a budget for travel costs. According to the restrictions of the Erasmus+ Programme we can only refund up to some of the travel cost, if the following points are fulfilled:

· Your travel route is from your home town to the venue in Austria (Velden am Wörthersee) and back (if you are not travelling from your hometown, contact us previously). 

· You have chosen reasonable and economic means of transportation (e.g. APEX or student fares for flight tickets, cheap airlines, 2nd class trains). 

· Your travel dates are according to the programme (one day plus or minus is O.K., if you can prove that this transfer is cheeper, in other cases please contact us previously.

· You have a receipt or invoice for the cost of your plane ticket and the boarding cards or the train/bus tickets. (If you go by plane and book an e-ticket please send us a copy by email office@gemma.cc)

If you have booked your tickets, please, send us the following details as soon as possible:

· Name of the Traveller (Participant)

· Date and Time of the Arrival and Departure

· Price of the tickes to Velden am Wörthersee and back
